NASA Special Items Allocation Program
The Special Items Allocation Program offers NASA artifacts, to eligible recipients, which represent NASA space exploration technology.  The program is an educational outreach endeavor intended to stimulate interest in Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics (STEM). The program supplements the artifact allocation process and provides a simplified request process for schools and museums to obtain NASA artifacts.  The items selected are available in limited quantities and can be shipped for a predetermined shipping charge.  The request process is provided in the following link:

Special Items (such as a Thermal Protective Tile, Astronaut Food Package or Turbine Blade ) may only be requested by educational organizations participating in the Department of Education statistical monitoring as indicated by their assigned NCES number (for schools) and IPEDS number (for colleges and universities) and non‐profit museums sponsored by their State Agency for Surplus Property (SASP).  The registration process is described in the link provided above.

In order to keep the process simple, the ‘Approving Official’ (identified during registration of the organization) must request the special item.  
The items offered are available on a first-come, first-served, basis while quantity lasts.  The recipient is responsible for the shipping and handling fee which must be paid online (during the request) with a credit card.  The fee must be paid within 5 days; if not, the request will be denied and the expunged from the organization’s record so they may request again at a later date.
